Tip: Academic Credit With Study Abroad Education Programs
There are two ways for students to gain academic credit from study abroad education
programs. The first is to take equivalent courses in the new institution. For example, a
student who is studying politics at home could take an equivalent politics course in the
study abroad education program, which will allow the student to learn about different
policies and governments in other countries. Another approach is to look at the courses
on offer that are different but related. Most colleges are willing to award academic credit
to students on study abroad education programs. This is usually a matter of filling out
the appropriate forms.
 
 
Tip: How to Get Travel Scholarships
Many universities and colleges offer travel scholarships to allow students to participate
in study abroad education programs. To qualify for these travel scholarships, students
may have to: - Attend classes at the college that is issuing the scholarship - Meet
minimum grade requirements - Fill in an application form - Give reasons why they
should receive the travel scholarship or write a paper to qualify for consideration - In
some cases, have gained a place on a study abroad education program - Meet any
other criteria set by the provider of the travel scholarships
 
 
Tip: Irish Pub

Tip: Professional Development Units Explained
Professional development units are a way for teachers to continue to improve their
professional education. This is sometimes known as continuing professional
development. The idea is that teachers continue to learn skills that make them more
effective as teachers. In some countries and some American states, professional
development units are mandatory for teachers to remain registered as teachers.
Teachers may complete a preliminary teaching qualification, but then have to update
this at specified intervals. An example of this is the Clear Credential teaching certificate
in California.
